4. Technological Stack: What tools and technologies did you use?
5. Study Case (2-3 slides): The core of your work. Present a specific scenario or implementation, using screenshots and code snippets.
6. Results / Key Findings: What did your research produce? Use data, graphs, or key metrics.
7. Conclusion / Future Work: Summarize your contributions and suggest next steps.
8. References: A slide with all sources cited in your presentation.

Step-by-step:
Creating Slides and Inserting Content
· Adding New Slides:
· PowerPoint: On the Home tab, click on New Slide.
· Impress: Go to Slide > New Slide or right-click in the slide pane and select New Slide.
· Inserting Screenshots:

· References: On your final slide, list all the academic papers, websites, or books you cited, using a consistent citation style (e.g., APA, IEEE). For example:
